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With a total of 15 delegates from Brandenburg and Tampere Region, University of Applied
Sciences Wildau (TFH Wildau), LogisticsNet Berlin-Brandenburg (LNBB), Logistics Transfer
Centre (BTL) and Economic Development Board Brandenburg (ZAB) hosted a workshop at
TFH Wildau. It has been the intention of the VBN InnoReg partners Council of Tampere
Region and Brandenburg Economic Development Board to identify such topics and broaden
the existing contacts between both regions. Special interest was given to the facilitation of
university contacts between the regions. Main topics were:

Networking issues and branch related technology transfer;
Education, research and further training;
Intermodal transport solutions and technical issues.

Finally, there was also an opportunity to visit Freight Village Gro3beeren with a guided tour.

There was also an interest from the Finnish partners to learn from the experience in
Brandenburg when planning freight villages such as GVZ GroRRbeeren. To support the
ambitious timetable for the Tampere-Pirkkala Logistics Centre, LogisticsNet and IPG
together with Wagener & Herbst Management Consultants GmbH have offered support
based on their experiences with a number of recent projects in Russia.

In a side programme, Brandenburg and Tampere Region delegates have explored joint
issues for cooperation in the field of mechatronics and intelligent machines. ZAB has helped
to establish contacts to Technical University Cottbus (Prof. Berger, Automotion Technology),
metal production and mechatronic network Berlin-Brandenburg (M+E) and Fraunhofer-
Institute for Production Systems and Design Technology.

Technology Centre Hermia and ZAB once again stressed their joint interest to collaborate
with regard to the development of cluster-like structures in both regions. For the Finnish
partners, Germany is among the key target countries to intensify business contacts (together
with Italy, Russia, Sweden and the UK).
